Why MATCH-UP? 
 

 
With increasing levels of air pollution, CO2 
emissions and traffic congestion in the EU 
the development of sustainable 
multimodal mobility becomes one of the 
EU key challenges.  Therefore, integrated 
strategies are needed to enhance an 
effective modal interchange and a higher 
integration between land use and 
transport planning processes. 
 
MATCH-UP focuses on the optimisation of 
the places where people change between 
transport modes, in particular four main 
types of low-carbon means of transport. 

The aim is to achieve significant 
improvements of modal interchange.

The system will have 
intelligent lighting and will illuminate on the ground and upper 
automatically when a pedestrian approaches the crossing and 
will increase the visibility of the pedestrian crossing for drivers.

Timisoara

Timisoara 
Public Transport Company and Timisoara City Hall 
launched a free rental scheme for e-scooters for 
students on 3 university campuses.

According to Mayor Nicolae Robu they hope to roll 
out this system and increase the number of E-
